All strips should be installed with shims, provided by others, in order to insure the marker boards are installed flat and do not follow the contour of the wall(s).
O. Verify that structural supports are level and of adequate strength to support the applied loads.

P. Verify the dimensions prior to assembly and installation.

Q. Notify the Architect of unsatisfactory conditions.

1.4 Preparation

A. Clean the surfaces thoroughly prior to installation.

B. Prepare surfaces using the methods recommended by the manufacturer for achieving the best result for the substrate under the project conditions.

E. Utilize fasteners, adhesives and bonding agents recommended by manufacturer for type of installation indicated.  Material that is chipped, warped, hazed or discolored as a result of installation or fabrication methods will be rejected.

F. Install components plumb, level and rigid, scribed to adjacent finishes, in accordance with approved shop drawings and product data.

G. Form field joints using manufacturer’s recommended procedures.  Locate seams in panels so that they are not directly in line with seams in substrates.
